HOW DO I REGISTER MY CHILD?
Register early - at least seven working 
days before the class begins.  Complete 
the College for Kids registration form on 
page    and submit it along with the class 
enrollment fee.  Use only one form per 
student.  Th e form may be duplicated.  

Any materials fees are paid directly to 
the instructor at the fi rst class meeting.  
Registrations are processed in the order 
they are received in the Community 
Education offi  ce.  No registrations are 
accepted by phone.

If you would like written confi rmation 
of your registration, please enclose a 
self-addressed, stamped envelope.

Do not register a student into classes 
being off ered on the same day and time.  
Parents are not allowed to sit in or audit 
classes without prior permission from 
the instructor.

WHAT ABOUT REFUNDS?
If a student withdraws from a class fi ve 
(5) working days before the class start 
date, a full refund less a $10 processing 
fee will be processed.  A refund form 
must also be fi lled out and signed by 
the student at Community Education, 
bldg. S.

An exception would exist if, due to 
extenuating circumstances, a student 
were not able to apply for a refund by 
the stated deadline.  Th e extenuating 
circumstances must have occurred 
prior to the class start date.  Extenuating 
circumstances can include family 
emergencies or illness.  Exceptions 
require written verifi cation from an 
offi  cial source and must have occurred 
before the class start date.  Also, submit 
a letter of appeal with appropriate 
documentation to Community 
Education.

No refund will be granted the day of 
the class or aft er the class begins or 
ends.
