She noted PCPA is projecting a $600,000
deficit for 2023-24 budget year and ticket sales will go up $200,000-250,000. Ms.
Schwartz reported PCPA has secured a gift from a patron that wants to underwrite a
gap between ticket sales and expenses, which will be over $100,000. She shared
timelines for subscription and holiday show ticket sales.

Keli Seyfert referred to the financial income statement and offered to respond to
guestions. She noted Follett is on track to meet their full commission contribution of
$155,000.

Keli Seyfert shared
the college approved a budget increase to the meal per diem allotment for student
athletes.
