two degrees for this major.

*Enrollment/Headcount showed decline from 2021-22 to 2022-23 academic years by
roughly 37% (from 11 to 7) and FTES also dropped from 1.1 to 0.7.

*Enrollment by modality was Online Traditional for all 7 students.

*The overall success of students taking Global Studies class increased from 73% in the
2021-22 academic year to 86% in 2022-2023. Retention all increased for 91% in 2021-22
to 100% in 2022-23.

Although the student data presented here is not specific to
the Global Studies program, it does provide a general overview of how our population
utilizes AHC’s Academic Services and Support services. The conclusion is that over 95%
of the students are either “satisfied” to “very satisfied” with the Academic Services and
Support provided by the college (see survey data below).
